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EQUAL MARRIAGE
10 YEARS ON

This year marks 10 years since the equal marriage act came in to force and
the first same sex marriages took place.

Civil partnerships were introduced in 2004 to give legal protections for same
sex relationships; however, full legal recognition of same sex relationships as
the same as opposite sex marriage was another 10 years away.

The long and hard work of many LGBTQ activists groups finally led to a new
law and the first same sex marriages took place on 29th March 2014 following
the marriage (same sex couples) act gaining royal assent on 17th July 2013.

As the LGBTQ+ community makes progress, so other groups try to push back
and reverse changes made towards equality and acceptance.

Our community continues to face challenges, many reminiscent of those seen
in the 1990s with the same tired rhetoric of fear and distrust rising once again |
to foment outrage and division on both sides.

We must all stand together and continue to work for the recoghnition,
understanding, acceptance and fair treatment of all in our community.
